Unlike toll gates, which necessitate vehicles to halt for

payment, GNSS technology enables precise positioning of vehicles,

allowing tolls to be calculated based on the distance traveled on the

highway.

• This facilitates uninterrupted movement and ensures fair

tolling by considering road usage.

• One advantage of GNSS-based tolling lies in its economic

feasibility. By accounting for the total distance traveled, this system

eliminates the need for physical toll booths and associated infrastruc-

ture, thereby reducing operational costs.

• Moreover, it promises to significantly reduce congestion at

toll plazas, minimizing travel time and enhancing efficiency.
